o Take a spiritual gift survey

e Look at the natural talents you have that might be working in your gifting

o Reflect on your past life experiences to see your gift in operation. Make a time line.

e Ask those close to you to help. See if you could be operating in your gift, but just not aware of it.

e Talk to your spouse, friends, parents and spiritual leaders for insights about your gifts. Ask them
to pray with you to discover what God has already placed in you.
